Here’s a V-fliter image of SN 2020jfo from which Chuck transformed differential photometry to determine 
the supernova was 14.6 magnitude on 13 May 2020, approximately one week after the event was 
detected.  He collected V and R filter data for several nights after this to confirmed that the supernova 
was fading at about 0.1 mag/day per the standard Type II supernova light curve predicts. 

SN 2020jfo is a Type II supernova, as determined by spectrometry, meaning it’s a result of the 
cataclysmic end of a massive single star.  Note that the 2014 supernova in M61 has faded substantailly
as SN 2020jfo will do over the next 100 days until it’s approximately 22nd magnitude.
